CURRENT CONTROL MEASURES

Drivers hold full driving licences for categories of vehicle driven and are given familiarisation
and regular refresher training. Full practical driving assessment carried out and probationary
period served prior to permanent employment.

Driving licences checked regularly.

Driver has mobile telephone for emergency situations.

Driver completes pre use vehicle maintenance checks using Nil Defects check sheet.
Driver reports any subsequent defects on return to base.

Fire and first aid equipment carried on all vehicles.

Driver records unusual incidents on work ticket.

Planned preventative maintenance programme in operation for all vehicles.

Safe systems of work in place for breakdown, accident and fire (see attached).
Signage displayed in all vehicles requiring all pax to sit down and to wear seat belts.

Driver instructed not to move vehicle unless it is safe to do so.
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
